Kokle player Laima JANSONE was born in Riga, Latvia. She graduated from the Jazeps
Vitols Latvian Academy of Music bachelor’s study programme in ethnomusicology;
she has also studied at the Sibelius Academy in Helsinki. In her music, Laima combines
the sound of the traditional ethnographic kokle, as well as the instrument’s electronic
counterpart, devoting special attention to improvisation.

Since 2011, Laima regularly performs in Latvia and abroad — in Western and Northern
Europe, Japan, Australia, and other countries. She has performed with Latvia’s
State Chamber Orchestra Sinfonietta Riga, Latvian Radio Choir, with ethno-jazz trio
Zarbugans.In 2011, she took the main stage at WOMEX, the largest international world
music expo. She also released a DVD and CD recording Sidrabs (Silver) in collaboration
with director Olafs Okonovs the same year. Nominated for Latvia's Grand Music Award
as New Artist of the Year 2013.

Highlights of Laima’s activities in recent years include: participation in the concert
programme Born in Riga with Latvian composer Raimonds Pauls; a recording with
pop singer Renars Kaupers; successful stage collaboration with the band Astronout;
performance with Faroese vocalist Eiver, and concert programme Zeme (Earth), a
synthesis of Latvian traditional and electronic music, co-created with DJ Monsta.

DJ MONSTA, the stage name of Uldis Cirulis, is the most experienced Latvian DJ,
an electronic music and vinyl scratching virtuoso. He habitually challenges the
opportunities provided by modern technology in his live performances and
audio recordings.

Monsta is an active participant in numerous musical projects: he has collaborated
with different kinds of artists, including the German master of nu-jazz Renegades of
Jazz, the most versatile Latvian saxophone player Deniss Paskevics, the Latvian Radio
Choir, and the Latvian National Symphony Orchestra (project NiMo in collaboration
with Nic Gotham).

In 2014, Monsta was the winner of the Latvian DJ championship RedBullThre3Style,
and in 2016, he was awarded 11th place in the DMC Online Dj World Championship.

DJ Monsta’s latest challenge involves Latvian traditional folk music projects. He
frequently performs with kokle player Laima Jansone, and, rumour has it, the
collaboration is envisioned to bear tangible musical fruit in the future.
